Big leaves such as sycamore, horsechestnut or lime
are best.
Each person in olass should have a nice big leaf.

Next. you are going fo do a leaf rubbing. For this, you need a white piece of paper big-
ger than the leaf and a crayon, The class should have a mixture of coloured crayons.

Put your leaf under the page and rub hard over the leaf. Turn the leaf over and do a
second rubbing. You should now have two rubbings of your leaf on the page.

Now you have to cut out the feaf rubbing. Carefully, with a scissors cut around the
outside of the leaf rubbing edge. When the whole class has this done: there should be a
colleotion of multi-coloured leaves the same size as real leaves. These will now be used
for the tree sculpiure.

To make a two dimensional free sculpture, you need to cut out a free trunk '
with branches, out of brown paper. The leaves can then be stuck on to the bagSRk
